Before refilling your spa, remove any excess build up of water from inside the spa pool through the filter
pool and wipe the acrylic shell down completely with a microfibre cloth and mild box to prevent air locks
all-purpose antibacterial spray. in the pumps.
After you have drained and cleaned your spa, it's time to refill it with fresh water.
